Groton Parks and Recreation strives to improve the quality of life of the community through programs that promote
Health and Wellness to all ages, ensuring Social Equity to those facing financial or physical challenges, and through
Conservation measures that protect our parks and open space.

Recreation Division

Parks and Forestry Division

The Recreation division provides instructional
programs, sports leagues, special events and safety
programs for Groton residents and non-residents of
all ages and capabilities. The division also provides
support to programs and activities sponsored by
other Town agencies and local groups. Scholarship
funds are available for deserving families and
individuals.

Senior Center
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The Senior Center provides nutrition, health and
recreational classes, special events and trips,
transportation, information and referral services for
Groton residents 55 years and older. The Center
sponsors a club actively engaged in fundraising and
community service projects.
