APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF January 28, 2011

MOTION:  To approve the minutes of January 28, 2011

Motion made by Ashworth, seconded by Block, so voted 4 in favor, 1 abstention
(Furlong)

NEW APPLICATIONS

1. LBI Commercial Park, 973, 979, 993 North Road

Staff reviewed the location on North Road just north of the Ledge Light Health
District.

Patrick Lafayette of Development Solutions, LLC reviewed the location of the
new structure. He stated that Peter Legnos of Legnos Real Estate, LLC is the owner of
the property. The proposal includes construction of a 24,000 square foot metal building
for office, retail, and warehousing uses. The building will have an on-site septic
system, public water, and underground utilities. Lafayette stated that a permit was
approved 4 to 5 years ago for one of the other buildings. Lafayette reviewed the
wetlands, drainage, and landscaping. Parking areas will be both paved and gravel.
Details were given about the storm water management plan. He noted that all activity is
in the upland review area.

Stormwater from the roof will be discharged to underground infiltrators.
Overflow from the infiltrators will discharge to the parking lot stormwater system. The
parking lot run off will be treated in a basin designed to hold the first inch of runoff
before discharge to the wetlands via existing pipes under the entrance driveway.

Lafayette stated that he designed the storm water system for a 25 year storm but
the outlet for the basin incorporates planning for 5, 10, 25, 50, and 100 year storm
events, in order to maintain the same discharge levels.

Furlong asked whether the basin was sized to treat the parking lot if it is ever
paved. Staff agreed that this would need to be discussed in staff review.

The Agency scheduled a Site Walk for Wednesday February 16, 2011 at 12
noon. Block is not available for this Site Walk but will view the property on her own.
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PENDING APPLICATIONS

1. Laurel Hill Mobile Home Park, 1042 Poquonnock Road

Staff reminded members that this application has been granted a 65-day
extension. She noted that the applicant is still working out fire protection.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Report of Chair

Furlong referred to an article in today’s Day paper regarding the State of
Connecticut’s proposal to consolidate the state energy and environmental protection
agencies. This newly proposed agency would consist of the Department of Utility
Control and the Department of Environmental Protection.

2. Report of Staff

Staff stated that she received a notice from the DEP saying that Electric Boat has
proposed to remove a portion of the dam at the back of the property located at 456
Poquonnock Road. She stated that EB has applied to the DEP to remove a portion of
the dam but the DEP needs more information before they can move forward. Staff
explained that when a dam is involved, the DEP handles the inland wetland permitting.
