3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a) December 19, 2013

5. RECEIPT OF SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTS
A. BOE Projects

On the Fitch Roof Replacement project, Mr. Robarge had answers from the architect, Noyes-Vogt,
on the questions/concerns of the roof plans. Noyes-Vogt provided answers in writing in a letter to
Mr. Robarge dated January 2, 2014. On question 1, Why was the cant strip that was noted being
removed in detail 442 not later replaced, the architect answered that the cant strip was not
required for the specified EPDM that will be used on the roof. On question 2, There was only a 2"
minimum overlap at membrane seams. The 2'minimum did not appear to be sufficient. The
architect provided a Johns Manville drawing that specified the minimum overlap was about 6!
The drawing will be changed to indicate that the 6'overlap is to be used. On question 3, plumbing
Jfor roof drains seemed to be vague and the Committee was concerned that the piping installation
could be difficult. The Noyes-Vogt architect explained that they had looked at the area where
piping would be needed and will do what they can to minimize piping runs. Mr. Robarge provided
a copy of the Noyes-Vogt estimate for the cost of the Roof Replacement Project.

Mpr. Russell made a motion to accept the project drawings as written and explained in the January
2, 2014 letter. Mr. Gaudet seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Austin-LaFrance had volunteered to be the PSBC representative to provide oversight for the
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Fitch High School Roof Replacement Project. All PSBC members were encouraged to participate
in the oversight project.
