John Valentine, 764 Groton Long Point Road, is concerned about the cost of repairs due to
window leakage at Fitch Senior High School. He believes that if the windows were installed
correctly, the manufacturer should be held responsible. Mr. Valentine also stated that he has
noticed many roads with large overhanging tree branches. These are a safety hazard and should
be removed.

Kolnaski Magnet School. A settlement was made with the architect to correct the problem.

The Town Manager clarified that the leakage problem at Fitch Senior High School is due to water
getting into the envelope of the building, not due to the windows themselves. A third party has
been contacted to investigate the problem. The Town Manager will inform Groton Utilities and
Connecticut Light and Power (CL&P) about the overhanging tree branches.
