Planning and Public Works staff, along with the Town Manager, began 
working on applications for the regional Local Transportation Capital 
Improvement Program (LOTCIP) for a number of road and intersection 
improvements. 

Pre-application meetings were held regarding the re-use of the Tee’s 
Plus building and with the developer of an indoor beach volleyball 
facility. Both properties are located on Route 184. 

There have been a number of inquiries 
about the re-use of the Poquonnock Bridge 
Volunteer Fire Station at 13 Fort Hill Road. 
Ideas include a dance studio, a cabinet mak-
er workshop/showroom, a landscape busi-
ness, and a restaurant with outdoor seating.  

 

 

 

 

ECONOMIC & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT 

The department welcomed Paige Bronk as the new 
Economic and Community Development Manager. 
He was the Planning Director for the City of Newport 
Rhode Island for over a decade, the Economic Devel-
opment Manager in North Kingstown Rhode Island 
and most recently the  Director of Development at 
Rhode Island Housing.  

Thames River Heritage Park   
Staff continued to work with a small subcommittee to set up a Transi-
tion Team for the Heritage Park.  Meetings were held weekly to dis-
cuss transition team membership, to establish the tasks that the team 
will need to complete in order to establish the new non-profit, and to 
set up a kickoff meeting.  That meeting was held on July 29th and was 
covered in The Day newspaper.  Staff will continue to work as a mem-
ber of the transition team, assisting with the Finance Committee and 
Organization Committee. 
 
Market Analysis and Zoning Audit  
The second Focus Group meeting took place on July 20th and the con-
sultants presented initial findings from the land use regulatory inter-

views as well as some more focused market related information.   
 
Mystic Education Center  
Staff accompanied the VHB and Camoin Associates and DECD repre-
sentatives on a tour of the Mystic Education Center facility.   The next 
steps are for  the consultants to conduct a zoning analysis and market 
study to determine what uses might work for the site and to deter-
mine what the market demand is for the facility. 

 
Senator Blumenthal Commuter Rail meeting  
Staff coordinated a special meeting for local elected officials  with 
Senator Blumenthal on July 2nd. The discussion focused around cross-
honoring tickets, which is a major issue for many commuters from 
New London to New Haven as well as expansion of commuter rail in 
the region.  Staff presented information showing the demand for a 
commuter rail stop in Groton, showing that there are over 6,000 com-
muters into Groton who live near train stations and 3,700 Groton 
residents that commute to locations that have train stations.  The 
reuse of the Mystic train depot was discussed, including how to pro-
vide visitor information now that the Mystic Chamber no longer man-
ages the visitor information center there.   

ICSC Idea Exchange 
Staff traveled to Boston to attend a regional retail trade show on July 
17th and  met with a realtor who has a client interested in locating a 
hotel in Groton.

Planning Commission   
Approved additions to the Doncasters Manufacturing facility and 

parking lot on Poquonnock Road to expand manufacturing operations 

and to accommodate additional employees. Improvements to the 

Groton Utilities water filtration plant were also approved. This project 

is expected to be under construction for three years and will utilize 

the latest technology to treat the drinking water. GU will construct a 

sidewalk along Route 1 as part of the project.
